An Overview: 
Introduction of PG level I*I course at IIT Bombay and UG level I*I course at IIT Delhi and Initiation of the PG level I*I course teaching at IIT Bombay:
This period of CIIR Activities has been very satisfying and rewarding to the CIIR’s mission of developing Information Integrity as a recognized field of knowledge. One of the very important milestones planned in the context is introduction of I*I courses at PG and UG level in universities. 
In July 2004 Indian Institute of Technology, Bombay approved Information Integrity course as Institute wide elective at the post-graduate (PG) level and Indian Institute of Technology, Delhi introduced the Information Integrity course as Institute wide elective at the UG level under the Institute’s Integrated M. Tech. Degree program in Mathematics & Computing.
Further, IIT Bombay decided to offer the course in the Ist Semester of the current Academic Year, i. e, this year from July – December 2004.
 Additional CIIR Activities:
In addition to the successful introduction of Information Integrity courses at IIT Bombay and IIT Delhi and the successful initiation of Information Integrity course teaching at IIT Bombay, the other research and education activities pursued by CIIR during the period May 28, 2004 – August 23, 2004 are: Guiding doctoral research in I*I (this is a continuing activity); Conducting Intensive I*I Research Workshops for training of prospective I*I researchers; Networking with institutions to initiate I*I research projects and programs; I*I Research interaction with experts; Library search at IIT Bombay for I*I course development; Professional Editing of CIIR’s Research Publications; and Development of I*I Research Web Site at CIIR.
